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“Here,” she says and heads to a counseling room. The brown paper lunch bag
barely holds the oranges. Setting them on the desk I thank her, noting she is
probably trying to get me to be healthier since the Eve Center has candy dishes in
every peer counseling room. “Sure,” is her brief reply and we settle into how things
are going since we last met.

What a simple gesture of kindness she has given me. And for what? | don’t know
much. | can’t make her ex-husband behave. | can’'t be there to help with her children.
| can’t make the school system do right by her kids. She laughs often at the
craziness of her world — a good defense against falling apart. The struggles she
deals with, not just every day, but every hour would crush a lesser person. She
cares for her extended family even while they treat her poorly. She has learned
boundaries, to use her voice to advocate for her kids, and she weaves in and out of
all the resources in the community. She is a wonderful, smart woman. But the
oranges.....why for me?

Because | answer the phone when she calls. Because | care deeply for her.
Because | pray even when the prayers seems answerless. Because | will walk the
bridge of our differences to be there for her through the good, bad and ugly.
Because as the national motto says, “We've been where you are.”

In the Old Testament, in Exodus 17, verses 11-13 it says: “As long as Moses held up
his hands, the Israelites were winning, but whenever he lowered his hands, the
Amalekites were winning. When Moses' hands grew tired, they took a stone and put
it under him and he sat on it. Aaron and Hur held his hands up—one on one side,
one on the other—so that Moses’ hands remained steady till sunset. So Joshua
overcame the Amalekite army with the sword.”

The Amalekites were enemies of the Israelites. We all have enemies: mistreatment
in our youth, mistreatment now on the job, in our relationships, at school, in the
church. Here at the Eve Center we see the exhaustion and put a ‘stone’ under the
women so they may rest a moment. We ‘hold up’ her hands through listening,
pointing out resources and new ways to deal with life, and we offer prayer. So she —
like Joshua — may overcome her Amalakites.

| am grateful for the oranges. The brown bag made me think about what we do and
why we do it — to encourage women, so that they know they are not alone and we
will win the battles together.
