Enclosed is an Eve Center Volunteer Peer Counselor (VPC) Basic Training application. Please prayerfully consider the time commitment involved in training and the service hours required at the Eve Center prior to completing your application. To receive certification of completion and graduate from basic training you will have completed the 12-week training course (3 Hrs. each class).

The Fall 2020 VPC Basic Training program is held weekly at the Eve Center Headquarters located at 7038 Blue Ash Road, Cincinnati, OH 45236, on Wednesday mornings (9am-12am) and evenings (6pm-9pm). If you are accepted into the program a $125.00 training fee will be due. This fee must be received by the third week of class. (Partial Scholarships are available—please inquire if needed)
A critical part of the training is group interaction, which takes place in every class. Being a participant in a class or group setting consistently provides a much richer learning experience than individual learning modes. In life, unforeseen circumstances may arise which requires your absence. While your attendance in all classes is expected, a maximum of two sessions may be missed. There are no make-up classes. If you know at this time, two or more classes will be missed due to work or family commitments; this is not your time to take the training. 

During the basic training, you will create a “VPC 100 Hour Service Plan” to help guide you through fulfilling your commitment of a minimum 100 service hours over the next 2 years.  Volunteer service hours are achieved through the various services we offer in counseling women, facilitating recovery groups and book studies, and attending Advanced Trainings when offered. You can serve also as a Volunteer Peer Support (VPS) and achieve hours by supporting the many Eve Center staffing needs throughout the year.  If you do not begin serving at the Eve Center within 3 months of graduation or fulfill your commitment, you will be required to pay an additional $400.00 fee which will cover the full cost of the VPC Training. In obedience to God’s calling and in order to honor Him, we trust you will act with integrity and will meet your responsibility in either time given, or training/materials fee paid to the Eve Center. 

The VPC Basic training Application and Interviewing Process require that an application is received and reviewed no later than 2 weeks prior to the start date of training class.  This allows us adequate time to schedule a face-to-face meeting with you, discuss the training and volunteering process, and contact your references.  Once the application and interview process are complete the Eve Center will notify you of your approval status.  Applications received late will be considered for the next training course.  

We are confident the training program will be an amazing time of growth in your relationship with the Lord and pray that God will bless you as you consider this next step in your desire to serve women in the Greater Cincinnati area.
